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Meet the Executive Director

Keith Cothrun has been appointed by the Executive Council of the AATG to serve as the Association’s Executive Direc-
tor. Keith comes to the AATG from the College Board’s Advanced Placement Program where he served as director of
World Languages and Cultures with responsibilities for AP German Language and Culture, as well as AP Chinese Lan-
guage and Culture, AP Japanese Language and Culture, and AP Italian Language and Culture. He led the review and
redesign of the College Board’s language programs and the design of a standards-based curriculum and new AP exams.
More importantly, Keith taught for 24 years building a thriving high school German program and GAPP Exchange in
New Mexico.

In past service to the AATG, Keith was president (1996-97) and Southwest regional representative (1990-92). He also
served a term as president of the AATG’s NM chapter and directed their Deutsches Wochenende, an immersion week-
end for students for many years. In 2004, Keith was president of ACTFL leading its launch of 2005: The Year of Languages.

Keith’s contributions to language education include being a member of the K-12 Standards for Foreign Language Task Force, and the Inter-
state New Teacher Assessment and Standards Consortium Foreign Languages Standards Committee. His served two terms on the board of
directors of the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards and as chair of the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards
World Languages Committee.

Keith holds a BA in German from the University of Arizona and an MA in German Studies from the University of New Mexico. As an under-
graduate, he studied at the Karl-Ruprecht Universitat Heidelberg.

Keith has been recognized with numerous awards for teaching excellence including the AATG Outstanding German Educator Award, the
Goethe-Institut/AATG Certificate of Merit, the New Mexico Organization of Language Educators (NMOLE) Lifetime Achievement Award, Out-
standing Teacher Award and Creativity in Language Teaching Award, and Las Cruces Public Schools Teacher of the Year. He was honored at
the 1995 Walt Disney Company and McDonald’s American Teacher Awards and recipient of the University of Arizona Alumni Association Cen-
tennial Achievement Award and the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum Mandel Teaching Fellowship.

Helene Zimmer-Loew has served as Executive Director of the American Association of Teach-
ers of German since 1985. During that time, Helene’s name has become synonymous with
the AATG. She is known far and wide for her enthusiastic engagement, her foresight in keep-
ing the AATG on the cutting edge of national and international trends, and she has been the
“German in your face” on countless committees and task forces.

Helene graduated from Connecticut College with a degree in German, and pursued graduate
studies at St. John’s University, Middlebury College, SUNY Stony Brook and SUNY Albany. She
taught German (as well as Spanish and English), and served in a variety of capacities in the
New York State Education Department. She has been an AATG Chapter president (Long Is-
land Chapter), Chair of the Northeast Conference, and President of ACTFL. One of Helene’s
trademarks is her willingness to cooperate and collaborate. Under her leadership, AATG has
forged strong ties not only with ACTFL, but also with Women in German, the German Studies
Association, and the Modern Language Association.

Helene has received accolades for her leadership in promoting the study of foreign lan-
guages, including the Nelson Brooks Leadership Award (Northeast Conference), Founders
Award (SCOLT and Central States Conference) and Honorary Life Membership from the
Southwest Conference (SWCOLT). In 2008 she received the Florence Steiner Leadership
Award from ACTFL. The German government awarded her the highest civilian honor, the
Bundesverdienstkreuz, Erste Klasse, and the Austrian government recognized her with the
Osterreichisches Ehrenkreuz fiir Wissenschaft und Kunst.

For more than 26 years, Helene has given tirelessly to the AATG and to its members. She has
led us, mentored us, and charmed us. We will miss her, and we wish her nothing but happi-
ness as she enters the next phase of her life, continuing to pursue her passions outside of
German, namely doting on her granddaughters, skiing, reading and travelling.
